“The desire of Davenport University is that any development
will be respectful of neighbors, the city of Grand Rapids, and
the character of the Heritage Hill neighborhood,” said Mike
Volk, the university’s interim president, in a statement.

Davenport continues to house administrative offices and the
nursing program on Fulton Street.

The campus consists of six properties with a total of 152,000
square feet and 557 parking spaces. The university at one time
owned homes on the edge of the campus, but sold them to

a landlord, Schulz said. At least one home, at the northwest
corner of College Avenue and Fulton Street, is still owned by
the university.
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
